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Point 2: Pay attention to the bamboo fence!
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Please pay attention to your feet. There is a semi-circular bamboo fence.
Did you know that there are three types of bamboo fences in the Japanese garden of Showa Kinen Park?
Please look for it!
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Nanako-gaki

It is a fence made by bending thin and thin bamboo into a semicircle
and inserting it into the ground above the waves.

Often used as a "do not enter" sign.
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Kenninji-gaki

It is said to have been used for the first time at Kenninji Temple in

Kyoto. Itis a fence made by arranging four pieces of bamboo flat with

the skin on the outside, and attaching bamboo edges to the sides and tying them with ropes.
It is one of the shielding fences that are completely invisible inside the fence.
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Kinkakuji-gaki

It is a kind of low openwork fence.

It becomes a fence that plays a role as a partition from roads.
It is said that the fence in Kinkakuji is the prototype...
