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There are various buildings in the garden, some of which have names.
Among them, the name Kiyoikeken comes from the song of Emperor Showa.

clear pond " & " is a word used at the end of a store name.
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“Kanfu-tei” is the largest building in the garden, but “Seichiken” also has a strong presence. A precise calculation is lurking
behind this presence ! The point is at the angle of the roof. The ” Seichiken” building protrudes into the pond. Since it is also
close to “Kanfu-tei” , the slope of the roof is slightly steep to make the roof look larger in order to give the building a sense of
presence. By doing so, they try to show the contrast with “Kanfu-tei” . Please compare the real thing!
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The slope of “Kanfu-tei” is 4/10, while the slope of “Seichiken” is 5/10, which is a little steeper.
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The view from the front window of “Seichiken” is a large panorama of
the pond. The wonderful scenery, which can be said to be the best
highlight of the garden, stands out even more with the picture frame
effect. It's no coincidence. It is a carefully calculated craftsmanship.
Why not enjoy the scenery like a painting?
