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Point 11: Hedges

Let us focus on the hedges surrounding the Japanese garden.

In the garden facing the main path of the park, the hedges are curvilinearly pruned and continuous to show that
itis a space on a different dimension from the general garden.

“Okarikomi” is a unique form of Japanese gardens seen in Shugakuin Imperial Villa (Kyoto Prefecture),

Oike Garden (Shiga Prefecture), and Raikyuji Temple (Okayama Prefecture).

The beauty of curves, which is different from the geometric pruning of Western Baroque gardens, can only be seen
in Japan.
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On the left and right sides of the east gate, the 2.5m tall hedges
are trimmed straight to create a difference, so that even from
a distance you can notice that it is the entrance.
