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Point 9: The presence of a pond in the center of the Japanese garden
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The pond in this garden is long in the east and west, and has a circuit style with various landscapes
along it. The technique of emphasizing the east-west axis of the pond is aligned with the orbit of the
moon, giving priority to moon viewing.

The highlight of the area around the pond is the view from the two large "Azumaya" (Seiikeken and
Shoyo) on the east and west sides.

This "Azumaya" is not only a place to appreciate the garden and rest, but also exists as a landmark.
The window frame of "Azumaya", which is adjacent to the pond, serves as a frame, and the beautifully
cut out pond fountain doubles the beauty of the garden.
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
