Point ®: Wonderful wooden bridge!
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It is designed so that you can enjoy the scenery of “Kanfu-tei” and “Seichiken” on the west side of the

pond and the forest behind them in the morning, and the sky and forest scenery dyed in the sunset in
the evening.
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The Japanese garden opened in April 1997, and the wooden bridge was completed in March 1996.

In 2016, 20 years after its installation, the wooden bridge was replaced, and in March 2017, the current
second wooden bridge was completed.

The material is Kiso Hinoki, and a new wooden bridge was born with the wonderful technology of the
shrine carpenter. As for the decorative hardware, we are reusing the ones that were used in the first
generation.
