Tea Ceremony House

Kanfuutei can be used a as place to enjoy the traditional culture of Japan — the
tea ceremony, haiku, poetry chanting, and so on. Use of the facility requires a fee,
and you must apply in advance.
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Sukiya-zukuri Building
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All the buildings within the garden use the same sukiya-zukuri (teahouse)
architectural style. These are made using traditional techniques handed down
from earlier generations, and few carpenters know them, even in Japan. They
utilize plaster, lacquer, and other materials rarely seen in generic wood
construction. One of these buildings — “Kanfuutei” Tea Ceremony House ,
which is located on the west side of the pond — includes a manor hall with
alcove (11 tatami), an anteroom (8 tatami), a small tea room (4.5 tatami), a
waiting room (6 tatami), and a chair-style tea ceremony area.
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The Japanese Garden at Showa Kinen Park is a specific style of garden with a lake in
the center and paths around it, created using traditional techniques. It is a place where
visitors can enjoy different views each season. This design was common in major
gardens during the Edo period (1603-1868); in addition to the central pond, the scenic
elements include a waterfall, streams, pebble beaches, a wooden bridge, and a
Japanese iris garden.

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Lake, Waterfall,
and Streams

water sound.
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
